e Making a consumer request does not require you to create an account with us.
However, we may require you to use your existing account. We will use any
personal data collected from you in connection with your request solely for the
purposes of authentication, without further disclosing the personal data, retaining it
longer than necessary for purposes of authentication, or using it for unrelated purposes.



e If you are an adult, you can make a request on behalf of a child under your parental
authority.

How and when we are expected to handle your request

e We will respond to your request without undue delay, but in all cases and at the latest
within 45 days of its receipt. Should we need more time, we will explain to you the
reasons why, and how much more time we need. In this regard, please note that we
may take up to 90 days to fulfill your request.

e Should we deny your request, we will explain to you the reasons behind our denial
without undue delay, but in all cases and at the latest within 45 days of receipt of the
request. It is your right to appeal such decision by submitting a request to us via the
details provided in this document. Within 45 days of receipt of the appeal, we will
inform you in writing of any action taken or not taken in response to the appeal,
including a written explanation of the reasons for the decisions. If the appeal is denied,
you may contact the Attorney General to submit a complaint.

e We do not charge a fee to respond to your request, for up to one request per year.
